Penn View Christian School is blessed to have a group of  mid-
dle school student leaders gathering together to serve on a Middle 
School Chapel Planning Committee. They are busy planning wor-
ship, inviting speakers, praying, and planning special events sur-
rounding our school theme for the 2010-2011 school year. This 
overall theme is “God Keeps His Promises” based on II Peter 1:4 
– “…He has given us His very great and precious promises…”  Similarly, elementary 
chapels are planned by a group of  faculty with various children’s ministers invited to 
speak.  

Month by month throughout the school year, our theme emerges based on the follow-
ing promises and scripture passages:

	 August/September – God promises to guide us (Psalm 32:8)
	 October – God promises to protect us (Psalm 121:7,8)
	 November – God promises to meet our needs (Phillipians 4:19)
	 December – God promises to hear our prayers (Psalm 145:18)
	 January – God promises to never leave us (Deuteronomy 31:6)
	 February – God promises to love us (Isaiah 54:10)
	 March – God promises to work for our good (Romans 8:28)
	 April – God promises eternal life (John 6:47)
	 May/June – God promises that Jesus is coming back (John 14:3)

Spiritual formation is a life-long process. At Penn View 
Christian School, we have the unique opportunity, on a 
daily basis, to positively impact children and youth peo-
ple for eternity. Children develop a “heart faith” as they 
participate in various experiences.  They develop trust, a 
sense of  worth, and a sense of  belonging – three critical 
milestones in the faith journey. Young people in middle 
school develop a “head faith” as they reason out their 
faith in more mature processes of  inquiry, searching, and 
dealing with perceived or real conflict. “Heart faith” and “head faith” merge to be-
come “owned faith” as these areas are integrated in their lives.
